Situation, Heritors, Extent, Surface, td¢.

HESE united parifkos are about g0 flatute miles W, of
Aberdeen, which is the nearelt poft town. The he,

ritors are the Earl of Aboyne, the fole pa:ron, James Far-
quharfon, Efq of Invercauld, William Farquharfon, Efg. of
Monaltree, Charles Gordon, Efg. of Abergeldie, William
Mucdonald, Efg of St Martin’s, Captain John Macdonald of
Gairnfaale, and John Erkine, Efg of Achalatar. Mr. Gora
don of Abergeldie, and Captain Mucdonald, are the only rew
fiding heritors. Thefe parithes form a very irregular figure,
and are about 18 miles in length, and 2§ in breadth, and are

interfe@ed by the Dee, a large and rapid river, abounding

with falmen, and trouts of different kinds The country ig
mountainous, and, in the upper parts, very ftormy in win.
fer, . :

Agriculture, &c.—The {oil, in general, is hot and thallow, but
produces good grain, though proportionably little fodder,
Sowisig begins about the middle or end of M.rch, and reaping
about the middle or end of Auguft, except in the upper parts
ot the parifhes, where the foil is cold and wet, and there feed.
time and harveft may be 2 or 3 weeks later. The crops are
bear, oats, rye, peafg, potatoes, and {mall quantities of flax.
The arable ground bears bur a fmall proportion to the fur.
rounding mountains, which afford excellent pafture for fheep;
and the people have hitherto paid much more attention te
their flocks than to their farms, Agriculture may be faid to
be only in its infancy here ; but it is capable of very great im-
provements. And if the inhabitants would adopt and perfea
were in that {pirit of induftry which is beginning to appear
among a few of them, 1 have not the leaft doubt but the.t, in
a few years, they would be independent of other countries for
grain. Several things, indeed, are againfl them ; their couna
try is open, and winter-herding is not known, or, at leaft, it
is jooked upon as an-intoleriable grievance, and therefore not
pra@ifed ; many of them have no leafes on their p fliffions,
and the others but fhort ones : and, which pertaps 1s worlt
of all, being accuftomed from their infancy to a pafloral life,
they contra@ a habit of indolencve incompatible with a gnud
farmer. From the time that harvelt is over, which is gene~
rally about the middle of Qober, they neither yoke a plough,
nor do any thing. about their farms till the feed time comes
on, when man, woman, and child are employed in huddling
over the work in the moft fuperficial manner. And when
the buflle of fowing is over, all concern about the farm 15

srain laid afide till harveft begins. I fpeak this in general;
there are a few cxcepted who pay more attention, and whole
farms make them very grateful returns. Their farms, or ra-
ther crofts, are by far too [mall, few of them exceed 1z, and,
in general, they are from 5 to 8 acres. It occurs ro me, that
the beft means for 1improving the country, and exciting a [pi-
rit of induftry among the people, would be to annex z or 3
farms together, and to have none under 20 or 30 acres, to
grant leafes of Ig years at leall, to give the tenant encourage-
ment to enclofe, and trench balks, &c. and even to give him
for fome time a fmall premium for the acre of good turnips,
or hay raifed after turnips. This would have a tendency to
raife a fpirit of emulation, which would turn to the advantage
both of the proprietor and tenant. By managing then ground
in this way, the face of the country would be improved, a
fufficiency of grain railed, and the flocks better fupported in
florm than they are at prelent. For one acre of hay or tur-
nips would go farther in that way, than all the {odder that
grows upon fome of their foyall farms by the prefent manage.
ment. I am aware of one objeftion again® reducing the nums-
ber of farms, and that is, that it would reduce the number
of inhabitants alfo. This, no doubt, in fome degree, might
be the eafe : but if every tenant thould be allowed 3 or 4 fub.
tenants, who might be ufefully employed abour the farm, or in
looking after the flocks, the decreafe of population would be
very little, if any at all. Buat 1 leave it to thofe who are
more interefted to determine, whether it be better to allow
the conntry to remain in its prefent unimproved ftate, and to
fofter the indolence of the people, or to lead them on by in-
duftry to improve the country, and their own circumitan-
Ces,

Mr. Gordon of Abergeldie’s farm of Birkhall is an infance
of what the ground in this country is capable of producing,

when properly managed. He took this farm, which conlifts °
of nearly 100 acres arable, and about the {ame number of
palture among natural wood, into his own hands only a few
years ago ; he enclefed and {ubdivided it with fione-fences and
hedges, levelled and {traighted the fields ; trenched up balks,
and drained marfhes; and now raifes from it bear, oats, peafe,
potatoes, turnips and hay, of as good quality as any in Aber-
deenthire. The acre, after turnips, yields at an average, 8 bolls
of bear, and the whole of the farm, under crop, gives the 6th
return. His garden produces as early, and well flavoured fruit
as any in the N. of Scotland ; apples, pears, plumbs, cher-
ries, goofeberries, &c.—And while Mr. Gordon farms to ad-
vantage, he has not loft {ight of neatnefs and elegance ; he has
cleared away the rubbifh of nature about his villa, and dif.
played her beauties, which are many, to the beft advantage.
But the example of Mr. Gordon, or of any gentleman, will
never be attended with any good confequences to the tenants;
they look upon all that he has done as the fole effet of mo-
ney, and far beyond their reach. And until fome adtive en-
terprifing genius among themlelves fteps forward and fets
the example, they will never go out of the old track ; and this
cannot be expeted till they get leafes upon their pofleffions.
But if ever they fhall be brought to pay more attention to
their ground, I am certain a regard to their own intereft will
make them perfevere ; for the climate is temperate, and the
foil, though thin, is early and fertile. Baut while I accule
the men of indolence, I fhould do great injuflice to the wo-
men, if I did exempt them from the charge; by whofe in-
duftry and diligence their families are in a great meafure {np-
ported. Their chief employment is {pinning flax, fent up by
fome manufafturers from Aberdeen, which brings a great deal
of money into the country. During the {ummer months, ma-

ny of them manufature their own wool into coarfle blue, or
tartan webs, which fell at 2 5., or 2 5. 6 d. the ell.

Manners, &c.~The people are honeft, economical, fobet,
contented, and hofpitable ; very regular in attending upon di-
vine worfhip, and warmly attached to their country; their
language 1s Englifh, except in the upper parts of the parifhes
of Tulloch and Glengairn, where fome of them ufe a barba-
rous diale€t of the Gaelic among themfelves, but they all un-
derftand the Eaglith. Their fize, 1n general, 1s from § feet
siuches, to § feet 8 inches high ; they are ftout made, healthy,
and capable of great fatigue. Fevers of different kinds pre-
vail fometimes ; but there is no difeafe peculiar to the coun-
try. The air is pure and dry, and reckoned very wholelome:
and yet there is only one inflance of extreme old age remem-
bered here. A John Mitchell, aged 124, born in the parith
of Glenmuick in 1598, and died in 1722 ; the date of his
birth and death is ftill very legible on his tomb-ftone. The
fuel ufed here is peats and turfs from the adjacent hills; they
are both good of their kinds, but attended with great ex-
penfe, as they lie at the back of very fteep mountains,

Poor, &c.—The poors funds here, are the intereft of 1601,
mortified money, which is lent out at § per cent., the weekly
colleftions, and an annual donation from Invercauld, of from
10}, to 12 1. Sterling. From which 93 poor receive aid. A
Mrs. Elizabeth Farquharfon, late of J:maic2, and a native of
the parifth of Tulloch, bequeathed at her death, which hap-
pened between 20 and 30 years fince, gool. Sterling for the
benefit of the poor here, and the like fum to keep a fchool
and fchoolmafter in thefe parifthes. There were 4 trailees ap-
pointed to execute this part of her will; but fomehow or
other it was neglefted for upwards of 20 years, when at lafl
one of the truftees who had friends in Jamnaicu, recovered the
qeol, of principal, and z2ool. of intercit ; and the 6ool, have
now been in the bank at Aberdeen for feveral years ; but the
parifhes have as yet received no benefit from them. It fure.
ly could not have been the intention of the teftator, that the
money fhould be fo long in beipg applied to the purpofes ir
Was deligned for.

Glenmuick Parifb.—Glean muc, ave two Caelic words, whick
fignify the ¢ Sow's Valley,” from which it fhould feem, that
that animal had f{uvme time run wild here, as none are now
kept by the inhabitan s, This parifh is about 1§ miles in
length, and lies entirely on the S, fide of Dee. The prefent
manfe and glebe ftand in this parifh on the N. bank of the
fmall river Muick, about 200 yards from 1its junétion with
the Dee. The manfe is an old houfe, fmall, but in tolerable
repair. The glebe, by a late addition, contains B acres.
The ftipend, including the {mall tithes of the parith of Tul-
lach, is 671, 12s. Sterling, all in money. The church of
Glenmuick ftands clofe by the manfe. It is a very old houfe
thatched with heath. It feems to have been dedicated to the
Virgin Mary, from an annual meeting of the inhabitants on
Candlemas day. There 15 a parochial fchool here, with a
falary of 100 merks in money. The fmall river Muick takes
its rife in the Grampian hills, from a large lake or loch of
the fame name, S. W. of the church, and after forming a
large water-fall, called the Linof Muick, is left in the Dee,
after a courfe of 70 miles. Acrofs the Muick, and near the
church, there is a very ufeful and fubftantial ftone bridge of
one arch, built about s¢ years ago by fubfcription, and about
half & mile below the church, a beautiful bridge of three
large arches; and a {mall one at each end, called the Bridge
of Ballatar, was lately built by {ubfeription, and other contri-
butions, under the patronage of the late Francis Farquharfon,
Efq. of Monaltrie; a gentleman who has left many lafting
monuments of his public {pirit in this country. In this pa-
rith are the celebrated wells of Pananich, on the N. fide of

a hill of the fame pame, about 2z miles E. of the church®-

They are 2 mineral of a very agreeable tafle, light water, and
allowed to be of ufe in gravelifh, fcorbutic, and - fcrofulops
complaints. The wells being the property of the gentleman,
already mentioned (Mr. Farquharfon) he cleared out the
{prings, which are three, and covered them ; and erefted not
only feveral houfes upon the fpot for the accommodation of
the water drinkers, as a public and private bath, an oftagon
for the better fort to retire to, and {everal houfles for fhelter-
ing the poor; but alfo built a large and commodious houfe
called Pananich Lodge, pleafantly fituated upon the banks of
the Dee, about a mile W. of the wells, containing a large
public room, and 2 number of private ones, with accommos
dation for fervants and horfes, which, with a tolerable farm,
and the houfes at the wells, is let to a landlady at 50l. year.
ly, who has the good fortune to give univerfal fatisfation to
the company who vifit her. Mr. Fargubarion likewile made
out good roads on both fides of the wells to the public road :
nor did he confine himfelf to this fpot ; he paid partienlar at.
tention to the roads wherever he had the leaft concern; he
made new, repaired old ones, and threw ftone arches over
feveral fmall, but rapid rivulets, which, when flooded, were

often impaffable, at Ris own private expenfe. In a word,
peflefled

trelfed with forofulous foies; and who, after being reduced almoit to the leit
ftage of weakneis and decreptude, took a fancy (tor fhe bhad no expediations
of a cure) to crawl upon her crutches every good day to the wells, which ware
then a bog remarkable only for the blueith fcum on the furface of the water;
here the bathed her fores, and laid rags dipped in the water upon them ; and
perievenng in this courfe for fome time, fhe was agreeably furprifed to fee her
fores heal up, and to find her health and ftrength return. This brought the
wells into immediate repute.  And the country people abfurdly imagined that
they were an infallible cure for every diforder, and peifons under all complaints
“rowded to them ; fatal experience, huwever, foon taught them that they were
bottile to confumptive habits

poflefled of an a;m-pl;::' fortune and generous mind, he employ.
ed both in improving his country *.

Tulloch Pnrg;!ﬁa.-—']‘uﬂlnch is a corruption of Tulach, a Gaelic
word, fignifying *‘ rifing grounds or hillocks ;" and is very de-
feriptive of the fmall village of Tulloch, which gives name
to the church and parifh. Thg church is faid to have becn
founded by St. Nethalen, and an annual meeting of the in.
hsabitants is regularly kept on the 8th of January, in honour
of his memory. It is termed the Mother Chusch, and ftands
(as the whole parifh does) on the N. fide of Dee, about =
miles N. E. of the church of Glenmuick. This parith is the
moft populous and extenfive of the 3, and by a .l of the re-
ligious houfes iu Scotland, feems to have belonged in whole,
or in part, to the Knights Templar. It is 18 miles in length
from E. to W., and interfefted at the Crags of Ballatar, by
the pariflh of Glengairn, which divides the lower parts of
Tulloch from the upper. It does not appear that there has
been any fettled minifter, particularly in this parith, fince the
laft Popith Pricft, of the name of Sandifen, who is f{aid to
have conformed at the Reformation, and aflterward married :
fome of his pofterity are ftill in the neighbourhood. The
glebe and toft of the manfe are ftill pointed out; but the mi-

pifter pow bas no benefit from either. In the lower end of
this

*® Mifcellancous Ulfervations~—There are two muins 1n this parifly, the one
ftands ahout a mile N. W. of the church cailed the Gaftle of the Cnoe, a Gaelc
word, fignifying a hill upon the top of which the ruin ftands. It belongs to Mr.
Gordon of Abergeldie, and is of a very old date. The other frands in the E.
extremity of the parifh called Dee Caftle, formerly Candacorl, the Head of the
Weood, [aid to be huilt by the family of Gordon, and now the property of the

this parifh, and at the foot of the hill of Culblean, there is a
beautiful lake of about 3 miles in circumference, called Loch
Cannor, containing {everal fmall iHlands, upon the largeft of
which, there ftood formerly a fmall fortrefs, faid to have been
built, and occafionally occupied as a hunting feat by Malcolm
Canmore ; from whom, it is not improbable, the lahe might
have got its name ; as Cannor is not fur In found from Can- .
more. lo this fortrefs, many of the Cumings took fhelter af-
ter their defeat in the famous battle of Culblean, fought be-
tween them and the troops of King David Bruce in 1333.
There 15 now no appearance of the fortrefs, the ftones are all
cleared out and thrown into the furrounding lake; and the
ifland, which meafures near an acre, is under culture. The
people in the neighbourhoed, fome years fince, were in ufe
to drag up large planks of oak from the bottem of that part
of the lake between the ifland and main land on the N. fide,
evidently part of a draw-bridge which connedted the ifland
with the land ; the wood was perfeétly frefh and wholefome ;
and upon one of the planks there was this date, 1113, which
s now in the polleflion of a gentleman in this neighbourhood.
There is another ifland [maller than the former, and at fome
diflance from it, which tradition fays, was the prifon of the
azflle, and which goes to this day by the name of the Tol-
booth, The principal ifland where the fortrels or caftle ftood,
15 about 6o or 7o yards diltant from the land ; and the water
betwecn them, where the draw.bridge was, 1s 16 feet deep.
The lake abounds with pike and eels, Wild ducks, wild
geefe, and fometimes {wans, frequent it in winter. There is
2 tone fet on its end on the N. bank of the lake fronting the
caltle, with a great deal of carving upon it; but the figures
are now unintelligible. It is told, that it was put up in me-
Mmory of fome of the Cumings who fell in the chafle or battle

of Culblean, and as the Earl of Athole fell that day, it may
have been here ¥,

Glengairn Parifp.~—Glengairn is a corruption of 3 Gaelic
words, glean, *“ a valley or hollow,” and gardh ambain, ** the
rough water,” which are very properlyapplied to the water of
Gairn, the channel of which,  many places is exceedingly
rocky. The church ftands on the N. fide of Dee, and at the
influx of the (Gairn into that river about 2 miles W. of Tul-
loch, and nearly the fame diftance N. of the church of Glen-
muick., This church feems to have been dedicated to St
Mungo, from an annual meeting of the parithioners on the
13th of January. Some fay, that this was a feparate charge
about the middle of the laft century, when a Mr. Alexander
Geordon, a proprictor in the parifh, was minifter ; but neither
the glebe, nor where the manfe ftood, can now be pointed
out. This parifh is the leaft, and molt compaft of the 3.
The greate® part of it lies upon both banks of the Gairn,
extending 6 miles N. W. of the church, where the upper
parts of Tulloch begin and feparate it from the parifth of

Crathie. A fmall part of 1t lies on the S. fide of Dee, call-
ed

* In the fore mentioned hull of Culblean, there 1s a molt remarkable hollow
rock, which, from its fhape, hears the name of the Vatr, and through whach
a rivulet runs. In going up to wifit this natural cunofity, & ftranger is much
firuck with the narrownefls of the entry to the Vatt {being lefs than an ordi=
nary door) and the large fpacious area, o which he uomediately finds hamiglt
enclofed by rocks from 50 to 6o feet high, and from the fillurcs of which tall and
healthy birch trces are growing. There is one particular clift of the rock
which the eagle generally occupies as a fafe and fecure afylum fur hatching and
nourifhing her young, and where her neft is always to be feen. “Fhe rivalet
falls down at the upper end through broken fhattered rocks, and when flooded
adds greatly to the picturefque appearance of the whole. The molt remark-
able hill in this, or the 3y parifhes, is Morven, which in Gache figmfics a large
hill ; and the well known crags or Pafs of Ezllatar, where the tremendous -
pcn*!?ng rocks threaten the aftonithed traveller with immediate defirndizon,

ed Strathgirnie. There are 2 of the Society’s fchoeels in this
parith, and are an unipeakable advantage to the people. 1
am told that 60 or %o years ago, it was rare to find one in
all thefe three parifhes who could read. But now all the
young people read diftinétly, and underftand the principles of
religion ; and many of the young men leave {chool, and im-
mediately enter as clerks to commercial companies in diffe-
rent corners of the wotld. And it is but juft to obferve, that
much of this is owing to the labours of Mr., George Thom-
fon, who has ferved the Soziety about 5o years, during which
time he has taught, with the greateft honour te himlelf, and
advantage to his pupils. The people, in general, have got a
tafte for education, and as the parithes are extenfive, they
engage young men to teach in the winter fealon in thole
places which are at a diftance from the eftablithed fchools.
Three young men, engaged by the people, taught in different
corners this laft winter.

Mifcellaneons Obfervations.— At the church of Glengairn,
there is 2 very old ftone bridge of one arch over Gairn, and
there is another over the fame river at the N. W. extremity
of the parith, and 6 miles {rom the former, built by Go-
vernment upon one of the Highlaod roads ; both are in good
repair, Lhere is another of vone a.ch over the burn of Gira
nie, built a few years fince by fubfcription. There is a river
in the lower end of this parith, near the Pafs of Ballatar,
ealled the Caftle of Glengairn. It belonged to the family of
Forbes, and was ufed as a hunting feat. It is now the pro-
perty of the Xarl of Abﬂj-'nf.—.ﬁx Popiih Priefl refides in this
parifh, and performs divine worlhip every 2d Sunday, in a
chapel built for the purpofe.—It is believed there is a lead-
mine near the caftle of Glengairn ; many pieces of lead have
been found ; but from the expenfs of weorking it, no exer.

tions have been made to find out the vein of the metal. There
is plenty of lime-ftone in this and the other two parifhes; but
from the difficulty of getting fuel, there is not much of it
burnt. The mountains in the 3 parifhes are all covered with
heath, and the bottoms of many of them beautifully fringed
with natural wood and plantations. Plots of natural birch,
oak, afh, alder, &c. are interfperfed among the arable fields ;
which, with the rivers, give the country a very pleafant ap-
pearance in fummer. The hills afford plenty of moor game,
particularly Morven, upon the higheft grounds of which,
ptarmagans are always to be found *.

The {“'h:i.rgf_' 15 lerved by the I‘I:'J'i]':ul'lir_'l'II and a I'nlmq:nn;r_',' mimifter, who has a
falury of 235l from the Cornmittee on the Royal Bounty. And, befides the 3
churches, there is another place of worfhip at the upper bridge of Garn, where
the miffionary is appointed by the Commattee to preach every 2d Sabbath ; and
by thefe meansthere can be fermon but once in the 2 weoks m each of the p[.u;n?i
of worllip, which s very much compliained of by the people. But, as a cen-
tree al chusch would remn e this grievance, fo no place can be betrer adapted
for une ; for the 3 churches immediately form nearly an equilzteral triangle of
< miles each Nde ; and if a large houle thould be bwit near the middle or s
angle, the balk of the 3 parithes weuld be accommodated with fermon evary
Sabbath, and the miflionary would preach in the remete corners. Ths plan
has l:een long in the view of the heritors; and, as 2 of the churches are going,
